Introducao

O Instituto Brasileiro de Informacao em Ciéncia e Tecnologia, na sua
condi¢ao de editor de Ciéncia da Informagao, objetiva publicar nimeros
tematicos (special issues, themed issues), tomando como parametro
tendéncias internacionais, motiva¢ao para contratacao do presente projeto.
Ao mesmo tempo, o projeto objetiva estimular a pesquisa nos cursos de
pos-graduagao no Pais, ao passar a planejar e editar nimeros tematicos com
certa regularidade, o que requer comissionamento de pesquisadores para o
papel de editor convidado, além de artigos e referees focados na tematica,
ampliando assim o escopo de areas do conhecimento em suas intercesses
com a ciéncia da informacao.

Este primeiro relatério trata do mapeamento de nimeros tematicos
indexados em bases de dados internacionais da area de ciéncia da informacao,
no perfodo de 2005 / 2010, disponiveis no Portal de Periédicos da Capes.

A publica¢io de edigdes especiais ¢ uma estratégia adotada, de tempo
em tempo, pela maioria dos periddicos cientificos para reunir artigos
que tratam da mesma tematica, emergente ou “quente”, ou para explorar
perspectivas alternativas sobre temas ja conhecidos. Paginas de web sites
de revistas estrangeiras' geralmente contém tépico sobre a edi¢do desses
numeros, destacando sua importancia para autores e editores convidados.
Os autores se beneficiam de orientacdes mais especificas sobre os pontos
a abordar e de avaliagdes mais orientadas aos objetivos de exploracao da
tematica, enquanto os editores convidados podem melhorar sua reputagao
entre os pares, de forma significativa, além de terem oportunidade de
treinamento na edigao de periédicos, podendo algum dia chegar a posi¢ao

de editor de uma nova revista.

1. Metodologia

A metodologia adotada combina procedimentos de levantamento
bibliografico, classificagdo e analise de conteudo. O resultado do levantamento,
empreendido em bases de dados da literatura em ciéncia da informagao,
foco do presente estudo, é gerenciado com apoio do software de gestao de
informacao, o Asksam, para sele¢ao, inclusao de dados referentes a elimina¢ao

de duplicatas e referéncias nao pertinentes, e derivacao de dados estatisticos.
1.1. Levantamento bibliografico

As bases de dados de ciéncia da informagao e biblioteconomia (quadro
1.1), Information Science and Technology Abstracts (ISTA), Library and
Information Science Abstracts (LISA), Library, Information Science and
Technology Abstracts WITH Full Text (LISTAFULL) foram acessadas via
Portal de Periédicos da Capes, no periodo de 10 a 12 de maio de 2010. A
escolha dessas trés bases baseou-se em dois critérios: foco na ciéncia da
informagao e texto completo.

O critério de busca foi o de palavra-chave, selecionando-se, inicialmente,
“special issue” (ndmero/fasciculo tematico) por ser especificacio
tradicionalmente adotada em editoriais e sumarios de revistas internacionais
para destacar esse tipo de publicacdo. O unico filtro aplicado foi o de tempo:
2005/2010. As buscas nas trés bases totalizaram 594 referéncias para selecio
daquelas em que “special issue” ocortia no contexto de fasciculo/numero

tematico e n20 em outros, como se vera mais adiante.

respectivamente. A distribuicdo dos tipos de documentos indexados nessas

trés bases de dados bibliograficos mostra que a base que indexa o maior

namero de titulos de periddicos é a LISTA/FULL, com 468 titulos, seguindo-

se a LISA com 4006, e ISTA com 120, as duas tltimas indexando outros tipos

de documentos (tabela 1.1).

Ha outra base de dados disponivel no Portal da Capes, Library
Literature and Information Science Full Text (LibLit), cujo foco ¢é ciéncia da
informacio, biblioteconomia e editoracio’. A busca nessa base, nos mesmos
parametros anteriormente citados, retornou mais de mil referéncias, as quais
exigiriam exame individual, mesmo contando com o software AskSam para
ordenamento de grandes conjuntos de dados, facilitando, por exemplo,
identificacao de duplicatas e o conjunto de artigos referentes ao mesmo
numero tematico. Mas a selecio do artigo introdutério da “special issue”
s6 poderia ser feita apos exame desse conjunto. E o mesmo procedimento
se aplicaria a classificacio dos registros selecionados. Por essa razio, e

considerando que trés bases selecionadas cobrem ciéncia da informagao

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(foco do presente trabalho), uma delas tem textos completos de artigos, e
o resultado da busca retornou um conjunto expressivo de referéncias (554,
tabela 1.2), decidiu-se nao incluir o volumoso resultado decorrente da busca
na base LibLit.

Apo6s selecao e leitura das referéncias que tratavam de numeros
tematicos, conforme sera explicado mais adiante, observou-se a presenca de
dois tipos de artigos: introdutérios, assinados pelo editor convidado (guest
editor), e artigos integrantes do numero tematico, e ndo o referente a sua
introdugao.

A localizacao do numero introdutorio demandou busca, no Portal da
Capes, pelo titulo do periédico. Nessa ocasido, observou-se no sumario do
Online Information Review que os numeros tematicos estavam destacados
com a denominagao “special issue”, como é de costume nas revistas impressas.
A conferéncia do artigo introdutério de cada um deles com as referéncias ja
incluidas na base indicou que de sete numeros tematicos, apenas trés estavam
incluidos.

Os motivos de nao inclusao no levantamento inicial dos quatro
fasciculos anteriormente mencionados vao desde a presenga de outros termos,
“themed issue, “theme article”, no resumo ou em campos nao indexados
pelas bases de dados, passando pela falta de qualquer indicacdo ao tipo de
fasciculo/numero, até a ocorréncia de “special issue” no topo do artigo
introdutorio, outro campo nao indexado (quadro 1.2). Ou seja, dos quatro
nimeros tematicos, apenas um sera recuperado com a palavra-chave “themed
issue”, e os outros trés ficardo de fora do levantamento. Esse fato apenas
confirma a observagao da professora Hagar Espanha Gomes, em inumeras
exposi¢oes publicas, de que em tempos de indexagao automatica, “é preciso
aprender a escrever para a maquina”, para que a producdo académica tenha

maior chance de ser recuperada.

resultados.
1.2.1. Formato de entrada de dados

O formato foi elaborado a partir da analise dos campos recuperados
nas proprias bases utilizadas no levantamento (LISA, ISTA e LISTA/
FULL), sendo selecionados os seguintes: registro, titulo, autor, fonte, tipo
de documento, ano, resumo, ISSN/ISBN, termos, instituicio dos autores,
nome da base de dados utilizada. Os demais campos (classificagao, codigo de
classificagao, cédigo de subclassificagao e observagao) foram acrescentados
automaticamente no arquivo inicial gerado (quadro 1.3).

A classificagao, o codigo de classificagao e o codigo de subclassificagao
correspondem aos assuntos do numero tematico, segundo a categorizagao
adotada (quadro 1.4), o nUmero sequencial da tabela e sua subdivisio. O
campo observagao serve para discriminar registros para inclusao ou exclusao

na “baserefer”.

1.2.3. Conferéncia de ntimeros introdutorios

Observou-se, quando da leitura dos resumos dos 185 nimeros tematicos
selecionados, que nem todos os artigos tinham carater introdutério, destacando,
por exemplo, “The article introduces the special issue dedicated to”, ou outra
expressao com o mesmo sentido. Os resumos de algumas referéncias indicavam
que alguns artigos integravam o numero tematico: “article included in a special

issue”. Foram substituidas 13 referéncias pelo artigo introdutério.

1.2.4. Classificagdo dos nimeros tematicos

A classificacao dos nimeros tematicos foi feita com base na Information
Science Taxonomy, (quadro 1.4) desenvolvida por Donald T. Hawkins e
colaboradores. A escolha dessa classificacio decorre de ela haver sido baseada
em pesquisa, da qual participaram um editor, uma bibliotecaria de referéncia
e um especialista em indexagao e resumo, e também por ser internacional,
portanto mais adequada para classificar as referéncias decorrentes do

levantamento empreendido em bases de dados, igualmente internacionais.’

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1.3. Analise dos dados

A andlise dos dados contou com emissao de listagens e de relatérios
especificos por campos escolhidos, transferéncia dos dados para planilha
eletronica Excell e elaborag¢do de tabelas estatisticas, geradas a partir dos
campos selecionados da “baseref™.

A analise do conteudo das referéncias bibliograficas permitiu
agrupamento dos trabalhos de acordo com a categoria e subcategorias
dos nuimeros tematicos, bem como comentarios sobre seus objetivos,
metodologias e outras particularidades, com base em seus resumos. Mas no
caso de artigos que nao tinham carater introdutorio apenas, em alguns houve
necessidade de buscar o sumario do periédico em que foi publicado para

comentarios adicionais ao resumo.

2. Resultados

Os resultados apresentados fornecem, inicialmente, uma visio geral
dos numeros tematicos em suas categorias e subcategorias, periddicos em que
foram publicados e congressos e reunioes especializadas que deram origem
a alguns deles, seja com a selegao de trabalhos anteriormente apresentados
ou como indicagao de questoes discutidas nestes eventos e que requeriam
aprofundamento.

A ciéncia que emerge das analises dos resultados abrange majoritariamente
uma vasta gama de pesquisas e praticas em biblioteconomia, arquivologia,
tecnologia da informagao, gestao do conhecimento e ciéncia da informacao.

No periodo de cinco anos (2005-2010) foram publicados 185 nimeros
tematicos, distribuidos em 11 categorias, conforme taxonomia de Donald T.
Hawkins e colaboradores (tabela 2.1).

O primeiro conjunto reune as categorias que respondem por 65%
dos resultados. Em seu conjunto indicam a relevancia de quatro areas de
publicagao, cujos resultados fertilizam uns aos outros. “Pesquisa em ciéncia
da informagao” e desenvolvimento de “Tecnologias da informagao” afetam
“Bibliotecas e servigos bibliotecarios” e suscitam “Questdes sociais” para
discussao e encaminhamento.

Em segundo lugar, situam-se aqueles com expressio quantitativa de
porte médio, respondendo por 24% dos numeros tematicos publicados,
reunindo “Industria da informacao”, “Informagao e questoes governamentais
e legais” e “Organizacao do conhecimento”.

E em terceiro lugar encontram-se quatro categorias de numeros
tematicos, com 11% de publicagdes em seu conjunto, incluindo “Produgio
editorial e distribuicao”, “Fontes e aplicagdes para assuntos especificos”,
“Sistemas e servigos de informacao eletronica” e questoes sobre a “Profissao
da informacao”.

Quanto as subcategorias de maior detaque (tabela 2.1), dentro do

primeiro conjunto de expressao quantitativa grande, tem-se as seguintes:

(i)  Pesquisa em ciéncia da informag¢ao: comportamento do usuatio e
usos de sistemas de informacao (38%), interface homem computador

(19%) e pesquisa de recuperagao da informagao (16%);
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(i)  bibliotecas e servi¢os bibliotecarios: ensino e treinamento (38%),
bibliotecas, descri¢oes e tipos (28%), bibliotecas digitais e virtuais,
bibliotecas hibridas (22%);

(i) questdes sociais: competéncia em informagdo, educagao
continuada  (50%), sociedade da informacio (impactos
tecnoldgicos e socioecondémicos da informagao) (38%), e ética
na informagao , plagio, credibilidade (12%);

(iv) tecnologias da informacdo: inteligéncia artificial (IA), sistemas
especialistas, agentes inteligentes (54%), internet (15%), software
(15%) e gestao de documentos (12%).

Do ponto de vista temporal, os nimeros tematicos publicados em 2010
sao os de menor significacao estatistica, em decoréncia de o levantamento ter
sido realizado em maio desse ano. No mais, a distribuicao dos quantitativos

pelos anos de 2005 a 2009 nao apresenta disparidades significativas (tabela 2.3).

Finalmente, o ultimo aspecto que compoe esta visao panoramica dos
numeros tematicos concerne a publicacao de trabalhos apresentados em 17
eventos, alguns realizados até dois anos antes da edi¢cio do numero tematico
correspondente (ver relagdo a seguir). Esse fato talvez cause surpresa aos
orgaos de gestao de Ciéncia & Tecnologia do Brasil, por nio ser pratica
valorizada no meio a dupla publicacdo, talvez uma estratégia adotada por
alguns editores das revistas estrangeiras aqui analisadas, nao sendo, contudo,
a unica alternativa. Ha casos de atualizacio dos trabalhos e até mesmo de
continuidade da discussdo iniciada no evento, com aprofundamento das

questoes e decorrentes analises.

O tema dos trés fasciculos (quadro 2.1) é a filosofia em suas intercessoes
com a sociedade da informacio, a ciéncia da informacio ¢ a realidade virtual.
Os dois primeiros numeros tematicos tém relagao direta com a ciéncia da

informacio.

Luciano Floridi, jovem filésofo italiano, introduz edi¢ao especial sobre
sua obra: A filosofia da informagcao, sua natureza e seus desenvolvimentos futuros
(ref. 1, quadro 2.1). O foco ¢ na filosofia da informacao (PI, Philosophy of
Information) e na ética na informacao (IE, Information Ethics). Os artigos
incluidos destacam aspectos de privacidade, ética computacional, gestao do
conhecimento, e até mesmo amizade e budismo.

Na segunda introducao, Biblioteconomia, ciéncia da informagao e a filosofia da

ciéncia, Birger Hjorland (ref. 2, quadro 2.1) trata das metateorias e filosofias
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da ciéncia no campo da biblioteconomia/ciéncia da informacio, destacando
as seguintes abordagens: realismo critico, empiricismo, hermencutica e
pragmatismo. As citadas abordagens estio relacionadas a compreensio e
aquisi¢ao do conhecimento, sendo pouco discutidas, excegdo para a Suécia,
pais em que ¢ maior a prioridade do ensino da filosofia da ciéncia nos cursos
de biblioteconomia/ciéncia da informacio.

O terceiro artigo, Poder da literatura e fiiria na idade virtual, de autoria de
Paul Taylor, (ref. 3, quadro 2.1), tem suas relagdes com estudos de comunicagio,
focando na ficgao para descortinar a furia, em seu sentido de forga, poténcia, na
era virtual, permitindo uma compreensao cultural e sociolégica da sociedade da
informacao. As contribuictes a esse numero tematico mesclam literatura e cinema
de ficcao com ideias filosoficas e aquelas tipicas da transformacao trazida pela
sociedade da informacao. Palavras-chave como realidade virtual, computadores,
virtual vs. real, automatos, fractal, ciberpunk, cibercrime, exploracao polat,
ficgao cientifica, ecoterror, cultura do medo, simulacro, mitos da internet, gap de
restauracao de confianga, programa espacial e Matrix misturam-se a outras que
identificam filésofos e literatos: Baudrillard; Rushdie Gibson; Gaddis; Sartre;
Heidegger; Crichton; Houellebecq; Ishiguro; Platio e Ballard.

2.1.1.2. Estatistica, mensuragao

A pesquisa em estatistica e mensuragao inclui apenas um estudo de

natureza teorica sobre os aspectos quantitativos da informacao (quadro 2.2).

Merece mengdo outro numero tematico, cujo artigo introdutério,
Artigos mais citados em periddicos de engenharia de software, usou abordagem
cientométrica através de analise de citagdo para levantar os artigos mais
citados em engenharia de software, em 1999, usando o ISI Web of Science.
O trabalho, analisado no item “Tecnologia da informacao — software” (ref.
4, quadro 2.20), identificou 20 autores, dos quais cinco foram convidados
para participar do numero tematico sobre engenharia de software. Além
dos artigos desses autores, ha mais um decorrente de analise dos resultados
do citado estudo cientométrico, com comparagiao dos temas e métodos de
pesquisa dos artigos mais citados em 1999 com aqueles identificados em
estudo conduzido em 1994, para fornecer um retrato das semelhancas e

diferencas entre os anos.
2.1.1.3. Pesquisa de recuperagao da informagio

Os seis nameros incluidos (quadro 2.3) focam na recuperagio da
informacao na web, area de estudo fortemente apoiada por estudos teoricos,
métodos, experiéncias e implementacOes, por seu interesse académico e
também comercial. Mas apesar do consideravel esfor¢o de pesquisa, questdes
referentes a efetividade e eficacia, topicos com os quais a comunidade de

ciéncia da informacao tem bastante familiaridade, sao os dois maiores desafios.

O primeiro tema, introduzido por Fabrizio Silvestri, trata da Recuperacao
da informagao heterogénea e distribuida (ref. 1, quadro 2.3) em diferentes laboratorios
de pesquisa em protedmica, estudo de proteinas em larga escala, os quais estao
instalados em plataformas de computacao em grid (computacao em grade
ou grelha), geograficamente distribuidos. Os tépicos explorados vao desde
a aplicagdo de recuperacio de informagao e aprendizado de maquina, em
esquema de casamento probabilistico e integracio de dados provenientes de
diferentes laboratérios, até a arquitetura de um agente de busca com ativagao
em plataforma grid, e técnicas para gestao, armazenamento e recupera¢ao de
dados em redes de superposicao entre pares (P2P - peer to peer).

O segundo numero tematico, Uma perspectiva sobre a recuperacio da
informagao na web, introduzido pelos editores convidados Massimo Melucci e
David Hawking (ref. 2, quadro 2.3), explora topicos sobre funcionalidade de
buscas na web, seus usuarios, separacao de topicos de busca (topic distillation),
analise de link e desempenho.

Fredric C. Gey e colaboradores apresentam O caminbo d frente da recuperagio
de informagao entre lingnas diferentes (CLIR) (ref. 3, quadro 2.3), cujo objetivo é
caracterizar o estado da arte neste dominio, com ctiticas 2 comunidade de
pesquisa em CLIR, pela pouca atencdo a web como recurso para pesquisa

multilingue e para linguas que sao faladas por centenas de milhdes de pessoas
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no mundo. Outro aspecto criticado é a avaliagdo estritamente focada no género
noticia, desconsiderando outros géneros importantes, como a literatura cientifica
e técnica. A introdugdo também apresenta plano de cinco anos de pesquisa
proposto por James Mayfield e Paul McNamee. James Mayfield é o principal
pesquisador do projeto HAIRCUT para avaliagao da recuperagao da informagao
entre linguas diferentes.

Katy Borner e Javed Mostafa introduzem o tema Interfaces de visualizacao
da informacio para recuperacao e analise (ref. 4, quadro 2.3). Os artigos que
desenvolvem o tema foram apresentados em oficina realizada na Conferéncia
sobre Bibliotecas Digitais, em Houston, Texas, em 2003, cobrindo tanto a
pesquisa tedrica quanto experimental sobre desenvolvimento, uso e avaliacao de
interfaces eficazes para bibliotecas digitais. Ha revisao, comparacao e proposi¢ao
de novas abordagens para visualizacao, como suporte para melhorias no browsing,
recuperagao, analise e compreensao de dados armazenados em bibliotecas digitais.

Design, tecnologias da informagao e praticas criativas, com introdugao assinada por
Lois F. Lunin (ref. 5, quadro 2.3), trata de pesquisa das semelhancas entre os
processos de design e ciéncia da informagao. Os editores deste nimero tematico
dividem as contribui¢des em trés categorias: (i) infodesign, novas formas de
conceituar e trabalhar com informacao; (ii) metodologia de informacao, novas
abordagens para estrutura de informacao; (i) design de comunicagao tangfvel,
aplicagio pratica de tecnologias convergentes; e (iv) educacdo, estratégias
inovadoras em sala de aula.

Finalmente, Conferéncia em recuperacao da informagio em genomica, de autoria
de William Hersh e Ellen Voorhees (ref. 6, quadro 2.3), aborda os recentes

avangos na biotecnologia que mudaram a natureza fundamental da pesquisa
bioldgica, introduzindo os trabalhos da edi¢ao, todos eles sobre recuperacao de
informagao em genodmica, em seus aspectos de expansao de query e relevancia.

2.1.1.4. Comportamento do usuario e usos de sistemas de informacio

Os 14 nuimeros incluidos (quadro 2.4) focam diferentes aspectos de
comportamento do usuario e usos de sistemas de informacao. Os sete numeros
que tratam de usuarios particularizam leitores, usuarios de bibliotecas escolares,
de arquivos e de negocios eletronicos, busca de informagao cotidiana e para o
lazer, e criacao de paginas web. Os outros sete abordam diferentes aspectos de

sistemas de informacao.

O tema Recuperando experiéncias de leitores de biblioteca é introduzido por
Christine Pawley (ref. 1, quadro 2.4), destacando seu rapido crescimento e
carater interdisciplinar, o que atrai uma variedade de tradi¢des académicas.
O foco dos artigos vai além do estabelecimento de relagdes entre leitores
e livros, ao descortinar os motivos e a pratica das leituras. Os usuarios
escolhidos sio pessoas comuns, nao integrantes da elite. Por essa condigao,
eles provavelmente nio deixam registros de suas histérias em arquivos. Os
ensaios desse numero tematico usam uma variedade de métodos de pesquisa
e de dados para fornecer exemplos de como as bibliotecas e seus registros
podem levar ao entendimento das praticas de leitura de individuos e grupos:
usuarios de uma biblioteca por subscri¢ao, na época que antecede a guerra

civil norte-americana (1860-65), soldados australianos em duas guerras
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mundiais, e estudantes latino-americanos em uma universidade dos Estados
Unidos, no século XXI.

No segundo nimero tematico, Histirias de valor, Debbie Abilock (ref.
2, quadro 2.4) introduz as “vozes de estudantes”, relatando suas experiéncias
em bibliotecas escolares. Os artigos que compdem esta edi¢io trazem
testemunhos de estudantes escolares e de biblioteconomia, e de bibliotecarios,
destacando questdes como padrao de escrita na escola secundaria, historias
de fadas recontadas, e a escolha da profissao de bibliotecario.

Interagies da informagao e impacto, introduzido por Dorothy Williams (ref. 3,
quadro 2.4), trata de informagao cotidiana, com sele¢ao de artigos sobre qualidade
e eficacia da interacdo entre pessoas e informagdes, e como essa interagao pode
provocar mudangas nos individuos, organizacoes, comunidades e sociedade. Os
topicos focam na capacidade do individuo de dominar a informagao em contextos
davida quotidiana; os desafios e impactos da competéncia em informacao; a relacao
entre as abordagens de ensino de competéncia em informagao; comportamento
de busca e aprendizado; e os desafios implicados no desenvolvimento eficaz de
servicos de biblioteca para atender as necessidades de diferentes geracoes de
usuarios com diferentes preferéncias de busca de informagao.

Crystal Fulton e Ruth Vondracek introduzem o tema Buscas agradaveis —
lazer e pesquisa em biblioteconomia e ciéncia da informagao (ref. 4, quadro 2.4) sobre o
lazer como recurso de informagao, seu impacto na vida quotidiana, incluindo
comportamento de busca e escolha de tecnologia, e os resultados sociais de
interagoes através do lazer. A edigdo traz resultados de pesquisas que exploram
diferentes aspectos do lazer, estruturas emergentes e fundamentos teéricos, e
implicagoes para os individuos, grupos e, sobretudo, o papel das bibliotecas,
e da biblioteconomia e ciéncia da informacao, no desenvolvimento do
panorama do lazer na vida das pessoas.

As expectativas de usuarios de arquivos e manuscritos, em suas relagoes
com a tecnologia para acesso a repositorios de colegdes, constituem outro
namero tematico, O papel da tecnologia nas expectativas dos usudrios, com introdugao
assinada por Thomas J. Frusciano (ref. 5, quadro 2.4). Os ensaios incluidos tratam
do redesenho do site de uma colecao de uma universidade americana, com base
em estudos conduzidos com seus pesquisadores, instrugdes para acesso, “analise
funcional” na descri¢ao de arquivos e manuscritos, e os criadores de registros,

usuarios e guardides da memoria mais importantes em institui¢oes da Islandia.
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Debbie Abilock introduz Foco no usudrio, edi¢ao dedicada a programas
de midia de biblioteca em um mundo web inteligente (ref. 6, quadro 2.4), a
qual inclui tépicos sobre criagao de paginas web orientadas para usuarios de
cursos de biblioteconomia, seguindo tendéncia atual em sites de vendas on-
line e de agentes de buscas personalizadas, baseadas nos habitos, interesses
e perfis geograficos dos usuarios. Menciona estudo de usabilidade da web, o
Eyetrack III, do Instituto Poynter, o qual analisa a forma como as pessoas
visualizam paginas web, de muita utilidade para redesenhar paginas web,
considerando o usuario, layout e terminologia adequados.

Yujong Hwang (ref. 7, quadro 2.4) introduz o ultimo nimero tematico
sobre usuarios, Confianca do usudrio final on-line ¢ comportamento do consumidor.
Trata-se de estudo da confianca no desenvolvimento de relagcdes estaveis
por parte de consumidores em negbcios eletronicos, em seus aspectos
incrementais, questao pouco estudada, a partir do entendimento da confianga
do usuario que finaliza compras e do comportamento do consumidor, no que
diz respeito a suas caracteristicas pessoais, sociais e organizacionais.

Os sete artigos seguintes introduzem numeros tematicos sobre sistemas
de informacao.

Edoardo Jacucci e colaboradores, em Levando a complexidade a sério na
pesquisa em sistema de informagao (ref. 8, quadro 2.4), introduzem a cole¢ao de
papers cujos enfoques, multifacetados e multitedricos, originam-se da ciéncia
da complexidade, da teoria institucional, das ciéncias sociais e filosofia, e
de ideias recentes oriundas de estudos sociais de ciéncia e tecnologia. Esses
enfoques sao empregados em analises de design e evolugao das tecnologias
da informagao, como forma de atenuar as dificuldades operacionais.

Exclusao, inclusao e mudanca na pesquisa em sistemas de informagao, de Mike
Cushman e Rachel McLean (ref. 9, quadro 2.4), tem como pano de fundo
questoes de exclusdo social e digital decorrentes do desenvolvimento de uma
sociedade digitalizada, fato que requer reconhecer os usuarios marginais e
nao usudrios como atores importantes na concep¢ao e avaliagao de sistemas
de informacdo em operagao. Os trabalhos incluidos destacam o crescente
interesse de pesquisadores em sistemas de informagao, particularmente em
questoes trazidas pela cultura digital, permitindo reflexdo sobre as barreiras e

oportunidades para o desenvolvimento da pesquisa, além das fronteiras das
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disciplinas, culturas, organizagdes e temas consolidados. Esses pesquisadores
tém a responsabilidade ética de considerar os impactos das inova¢oes sobre
os que tém menos poder na sociedade, bem como sobre suas elites.

Lynette Kvasny e Helen Richardson introduzem o nuimero tematico
Pesquisa critica em sistemas de informagao: olhando adiante, (ref. 10, quadro 2.4),
que trata de questdes referentes a fundamentos tedricos, paradigmaticas
e metodoldgicas, estudos empiricos e praxis, e reflexividade na pesquisa
critica em sistemas de informagcao, permitindo refletir sobre as dificuldades,
obstaculos e oportunidades para o desenvolvimento da area, a partir da
incorporac¢ao de aspectos sociais, € nao meramente técnicos.

Giri Kumar Tayi e Bin Srinidhi apresentam a edicdo tematica sobre
arquiteturas de intercambio informacao, no artigo Quadro sintético para opgoes de
tecnologia e contedido para intercambio de informagao (ref. 11, quadro 2.4). Os autores
identificam o quadro sintese utilizado pelos trabalhos que compdem a edigio;
ao contrario das arquiteturas gerais, o foco é nas arquiteturas de intercambio
de informagdes: customizagao, compartilhamento de informagdes ou de
negociacao, e redes fechadas ou abertas. Essa classificacao permite identificar
certas caracteristicas arquitetonicas que afetam o conteddo e as escolhas
tecnoldgicas, a0 mesmo tempo em que permite identificar areas potenciais
para futuras pesquisas e exploragao.

Par J. Agerfalk e colaboradores assinam o artigo Refletindo sobre agio em
lingnagen, organizacoes e sistemas de informagao (ref. 12, quadro 2.4), introdu¢ao ao
tema que trata de questdes relacionadas ao design, desenvolvimento e uso de
sistemas de informagao, e da relagao de algumas das linhas de pensamento no
campo da agao colaborativa com os sistemas de informagao e tecnologia da
informacao. Os artigos cobrem abordagens relacionadas, como pragmatismo,
teoria-agao e abordagens conceituais.

Pesquisa em sistemas de informagio na regiao Asia-Pacifico, de Patrick Y. K.
Chau e colaboradores (ref. 13, quadro 2.4), introduz os quatro papers da edicao,
cuja selecao ocorreu dentre cerca de 300 submissoes apresentadas a Conferéncia
Asia-Pacifico, realizada em Xangai, em 2004. Os trabalhos tratam de diferentes
questoes de sistemas de informagao na regiao: gestio em empresas, processos
dentro de empresas, e comportamento de individuos na busca de informagao. As

abordagens utilizadas sio estudo de caso e experimento em laboratorio.
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A motivacao do numero tematico Dificuldades no desenvolvimento do usudrio
[inal: qualidades da enculturacao, de autoria de Volker Wulf (ref. 14, quadro 2.4), ¢ o
reconhecimento da natureza pervasiva das modernas tecnologias de informagao
e de comunicagio (TICs), o que requer que o usuario final compreenda e
monitore seus ambientes tecnoldgicos e que também seja capaz de configura-
los e, até mesmo, de programa-los. Os aspectos abordados incluem computagao,
engenharia de software e desenvolvimento. A terceira onda de computacao
do usudrio final coloca novos desafios a pesquisa em diversas disciplinas de
ciéncia da computagao e de sistemas de informagao. As contribui¢oes a esse
nimero especial exploram esses desafios que se estendem além do escopo do
desenvolvimento do usuario final, ao reconhecer e superar as discordias entre

profissionais de programacao e de desenvolvimento do usuario final.

2.1.1.5. Interface homem-computador

Os temas que desdobram a categoria interface homem-computador estao
representados por sete artigos (ref. 1 a 7, quadro 2.5) que discutem questdes
inovadoras, como ambientes de trabalho no futuro, experiéncia do usuario como
alternativa a visdo tradicional da interacao homem-computador, ambientes de

interacao vocal além do estabelecido reconhecimento de voz, dentre outros.

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Marc Hassenzahl e Noam Tractinsky introduzem o tema A experiéncia
do usudrio — uma agenda de pesquisa (ref. 1, quadro 2.5). Durante a dltima década,
a experiéncia do usuario (UX) tornou-se um chavao no campo da intera¢ao
homem-computador (IHC) e de design de interacdo. Como a tecnologia
amadureceu, produtos interativos tornaram-se nao s6 mais uteis e utilizaveis,
mas também na moda, coisas fascinantes. Profissionais e pesquisadores parecem
adotar, prontamente, a no¢ao de UX como uma alternativa viavel para a IHC
tradicional, motivacao que decorre da impressao de que um foco estreito em
produtos, como as ferramentas interativas, nao captura a variedade e aspectos
emergentes do uso da tecnologia. O termo promete mudangas e um olhar
novo, sem ser muito especifico, sobre seu significado definitivo. Os ensaios
nao tratam de uma previsao do futuro, mas de uma proposta para estimular o
aprofundamento da pesquisa em UX.

Sti Kurniawan e colaboradores introduzem o tema Interacao vocal — além do
tradicional reconbecimento de vog (ref. 2, quadro 2.5). O trabalho de pesquisa sobre
interacao vocal tem sido essencialmente centrado na utilizacdo de sistemas
de reconhecimento automatico de fala (RAF) e sintese, aplicagao esta bem-
sucedida em varios dominios. Mas certos contextos exigem além do uso apenas
do discurso como um meio de interacio, como nos controles sensiveis ao
tempo e continuos, ¢ em aplicagcdes que envolvem usuarios com deficiéncia de
fala. Essa edi¢do especial da seguimento a uma oficina realizada na conferéncia
da Association for Computing Machinery sobre Futores humanos em sistemas
computacionais, em 2007. Nessa ocasido, foram apresentados o estado da arte e
exploradas informag¢oes contidas em vocalizagdes nao verbais (por exemplo,
tom, volume, ou timbre), os contextos de utilizagao nos quais a interagdao vocal
nao verbal é mais ou menos apropriada, e as questoes relacionadas a avaliagao,
utilizagdo, e treinamento. Os artigos que compoem esse nimero se concentram
em questoes importantes referentes aos desafios e oportunidades do uso da
interacao vocal nao verbal, em jogos, call centers, artes e outros.

Awmbientes virtual e interativo para trabalbo no futuro (ref. 3, quadro 2.5),
de autoria de John R. Wilson e Mirabelle D’Cruz, tem como motivagio os
desafios apresentados para a interacio homem-computador, durante muitos
anos, pelos sistemas de realidade virtual (RV) e ambientes virtuais (AVs). A

gama completa de interfaces diferentes que podem ser experimentadas e de
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comportamentos diferentes que devem ser exibidos tém causado dificuldades
na compreensao geral do desempenho dos participantes dentro de sistemas de
RV/AVs, influenciando também a otientacao adequada para designers. O tema
da edigao especial ¢ o projeto VIEW, Ambiente Virtual e Interativo para Locais
de Trabalho no Futuro, no ambito do Programa Tecnologias para a Sociedade de
Informagao Europeia, com grandes avancos no desenvolvimento de melhores
sistemas de realidade virtual (RV) e conceitos de interacdo, e dispositivos
baseados em melhor compreensao da participagao em ambientes virtuais (AVs),
com avancos na mobilidade e colabora¢io ativa multipla no uso de RV/AV.

Panayiotis Zaphiris e Chee Siang Ang assinam o artigo Questies de IHC e
Jogos de computadores (ref. 4, quadro 2.5), com destaque, no campo da interagao
homem-computador, para aspectos de entrada de texto bimanual usando
controladores, cargas cognitivas em jogos de interpretacao de personagem on-
line e em massa, para multiplos jogadores (massively multiplayer online role
playing games), jogos de alta resolucao, design e acessibilidade inclusiva.

Jane Coughlan e colaboradores editam o nimero tematico — Movendo
a comunicacdo face a face para sistemas baseados na web (ref. 5, quadro 2.5) sobre
modelo de comunica¢io de informa¢io ao consumidor baseado em cinco
fases: reconhecimento da necessidade, busca de informacao, avaliagao de
alternativas, decisdo de compra e comportamento pos-compra. O argumento
¢ de que o foco deveria ser sobre a comunicagao, como ponto de partida para
a compreensao das implica¢oes tecnoldgicas e sociais do uso das novas midias,
as quais podem ser analisadas em diferentes niveis de atividades suportadas por
computador, como as de natureza social, organizacional, grupo e individual.

Como os computadores podem ser parceiros no processo eriativo, de autoria de Todd
Lubart (ref. 6, quadro 2.5), ¢ o primeiro artigo da edi¢ao dedicada ao tema de
critatividade com apoio em computadores. Os artigos que fazem parte da edi¢ao
tratam de diferentes aspectos de criatividade, como ambientes de aprendizagem,
ferramentas para sua promogao, criatividade individual e social, etc.

Vassilis Kostakos e colaboradores editam numero tematico sobre As
implicagoes sociais das tecnologias emergentes (ref. 7, quadro 2.5) associadas com a
intera¢cdo homem-computadort, cobrindo questoes de tecnologias de informagao
e de comunica¢ao emergentes, computagao pervasiva e movel, compreensao

do contexto e inteligéncia social.

Morag Styles introduz nimero tematico sobre literatura infantil, Fieao
para criangas amadurece (ref. 1, quadro 2.6), destacando o papel desempenhado
pela literatura no crescimento de criangas, tanto como pessoas quanto adultos,
e no cruzamento de interesses de criancas e adultos na literatura infantil. Esse
numero baseia-se na conferéncia com o mesmo nome, realizada em 2005,
na Universidade de Cambridge (Reino Unido), para comemorar a edi¢ao de
bolso do livto Coming of Age in Children’s Literature, de autoria de Margaret Meek
Spencer e Watson Victor.

Sarah Wadsworth introduz o segundo nimero tematico sobre a cole¢ao
de uma biblioteca americana, Woman's Building Library, (ref. 2, quadro 2.0), parte
da Feira Mundial de Chicago, aberta em 1893 para celebrar os 400 anos da
chegada de Cristovao Colombo, em 1492, em Nova York. A colec¢ao fisica,
formada por cerca de 7 mil titulos escritos, ilustrados, editados ou traduzidos
por mulheres, desapareceu, restando apenas listas de titulos, cerca de 5 mil, nas
prateleiras. A edicao reune estudiosos de literatura, histéria, estudos americanos,
de biblioteca e de informacao, como autores de ensaios sobre as contribui¢coes
de mulheres escritoras nos campos da ficgido americana e da poesia, da religiao
e da literatura devocional, literatura afro-americana e literatura infantil. Em seu
conjunto, os ensaios revelam o significado cultural, a riqueza e a complexidade
das contribui¢oes das mulheres na historia dos Estados Unidos e na América,

no século XIX, nas areas por eles analisadas.
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2.1.1.7. Historia da ciéncia da informagao, biografias

Neste item encontram-se reunidos quatro numeros tematicos em
homenagem a profissionais pelo mérito de suas contribuigoes (ref. 1 a 4, quadro
2.7).

Claudio Ciborra, (1951 - 2005) foi professor de sistemas de informacao e
ocupante da cadeira de gestao de risco na London School of Economics. Ele ensinava
que gestdo estratégica, marketing, organizacoes académicas e de treinamento
estavam em crise, pois eram tratados como disciplinas cientificas, quando na
verdade sdao disciplinas sociais. Os trabalhos reunidos em sua homenagem
encontram-se na edi¢ao tematica assinada por Giovan Francesco Lanzara e
colaboradores, Reflexdes pessoais sobre a vida e o trabalho de Clandio Ciborra (ref. 1,
quadro 2.7).

O segundo homenageado, em trabalho de autoria de CatherineView
Plaisant ¢ North Chri (ref. 2, quadro 2.7), é Ben Shneiderman, cientista
da computagdo norte-americano, por ocasido de seu 60° aniversario. Seu
trabalho no campo da interagdo homem-computador levou a estruturagiao
de uma disciplina académica, conhecida geralmente como interagio homem-
computador. Sua pesquisa ajudou a promover, por exemplo, interfaces graficas
para usuarios, visualizacao de informacdes e design de telas sensiveis ao toque
para dispositivos portateis. Registram-se também projetos para as Bibliotecas

do Congtresso e a Nacional de Medicina, dos Estados Unidos, e a da Nasa.
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Michael Carmel e Richard Osborn (ref. 3, quadro 2.7) assinam a introdu¢ao
em honra a memoria de Leslie T. Morton (1907 — 2004), bibliotecario médico e
autor de reconhecida obra em biblioteconomia aplicada a medicina, bibliografia
e histéria. Os artigos que compdem a edigdo especial tratam de bibliografia
e desenvolvimento de ferramentas bibliograficas eletronicas; importancia da
educagao do usuario; desenvolvimento da profissao de bibliotecario médico
e compartilhamento de boas praticas; e expansao e promogao de parcerias
internacionais.

O dltimo numero tematico desta se¢ao ¢ dedicado a Clare Beghtol,
aposentada de suas fungdes de ensino na Faculdade de Informaciao da
Universidade de Toronto, no Canadid. Na introducio ao nimero tematico,
Lynne C. Howarth (ref. 4, quadro 2.7) reconhece o carater pioneiro da obra da
homenageada no desenvolvimento do campo de organizagao do conhecimento.
Nos outros artigos, pesquisadores de diferentes filiagdes académicas examinam
e avaliam criticamente a influéncia de Clare Beghtol sobre suas pesquisas ou
apresentam trabalho original em que refletem a respeito dos desdobramentos

de suas ideias no campo de organiza¢ao do conhecimento.
2.1.2. Organizagao do conhecimento

A categoria organizacio do conhecimento apresenta 12 trabalhos
distribuidos entre as subcategorias tesauros, listas de autoridades (ref. 1 a 5,
quadro 2.8), catalogacao e classificacdo. (ref. 1 a 6, quadro 2.10) e padroes e
protocolos (ref. 1, quadro 2.11).

2.1.2.1. Tesauros, listas de autoridade
O tema ¢ tratado em cinco trabalhos (quadro 2.8) com maior numero
deles sobre ontologia, topico de pesquisa de crescente aplicagao em muitos

campos, como tradu¢io de linguagem natural, e-commerce, sistemas de

informagao geografica, sistemas de informagao juridica, biologia e medicina.

Christopher C. Brewster e Kieron O’Hara introduzem o tema
Representagao do conbecimento com ontologias: desafios atnais-possibilidades futuras (ref.
1, quadro 2.8), destacando que atualmente a representagao do conhecimento
através de ontologias é o meio preferido por parte de uma variedade de
especialistas em ciéncia da computagdao, como aqueles em web semantica,
agentes de busca e bioinformatica; e o resultado da pesquisa e desenvolvimento
tem sido acompanhado de publicidade exagerada, por parte da comunidade
de especialistas, havendo também reagoes contrarias. Por essa razao, a edi¢ao
especial aborda as limitages das ontologias e como trata-las.

Introducao a edicao especial sobre bibliotecas digitais e web semantica: contexto,
aplicagies e pesquiisa, de antoria de George Macgregor (ref. 2, quadro 2.8) fornece uma
visao geral sobre a web semantica em suas implicagdes praticas, de pesquisa
e desenlvolvimento, e com repercussdes na biblioteconomia e ciéncia da
informacgao. Ao apresentar os artigos que compoem esse nimero tematico, o
autor assinala as potencialidades, oportunidades e desafios a serem encontrados
no alinhamento da maior biblioteca, a web, e da ciéncia da informacdo com
a evolugao da web semantica. Os resultados dos trabalhos indicam que para
muitas bibliotecas digitais ou institui¢oes culturais, a web semantica oferece uma
oportunidade para melhor expor valiosos recursos digitais referentes a pesquisa,
cultura ou histéria, utilizando as normas comuns e as tecnologias, de forma
colaborativa e em conjunto. Os trabalhos apresentam os desdobramentos do
tema através de estudos de caso, revisdes de pesquisa, exposi¢oes conceituais e

pontos de vista.
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Um novo retrato da web semantica em agao (ref. 3, quadro 2.8) apresenta a
edicao cujo enfoque é mostrar nao as ferramentas especificas para ontologias,
mas como elas estdo sendo utilizados e se tornando parte da ecologia da web
em geral.

Sobre a evolugio da aplicacio de agentes tecnoldgicos na assisténcia médica (ref.
4, quadro 2.8), de autoria de A. Moreno, apresenta o tema servigos moveis
inteligentes aplicado a e-saude, uma das areas de maior crescimento no uso
desses mecanismos. O crescente numero e variedade de dispositivos e tarefas
relacionados a saude demandam mecanismos para detectar automaticamente,
acionar e coordenar os servigos correspondentes. E isso, por sua vez, requer
linguagens e ferramentas que suportem descricdo semanticamente rica de
servicos de saude.

Confirmando a grande importancia do uso de ontologias no setor saude,
o préximo nimero tematico, cuja introducao denomina-se O elevado e inesperado
valor pratico de ontologias médicas, de autoria de Francesco Pinciroli e Domenico M. Pisanell,
(ref. 5, quadro 2.8), tem como objetivo apresentar a evolugdo atual da pesquisa
em ontologias biomédicas, com papers dedicados a questdes metodolégicas e
outros com maior énfase em aplicagdes. Os autores consideram a ontologia
como a espinha dorsal de aplicagoes sélidas e eficazes na assisténcia médica,
e pode ajudar a construir sistemas de informag¢ao médica mais poderosos e
interoperaveis. A concepgao e implementagao de ontologias em medicina
estao relacionadas principalmente a reorganizacao das terminologias médicas,
tarefa dificil que requer andlise profunda da estrutura e dos conceitos de tais
terminologias, a fim de definir ontologias de dominio capazes de proporcionar

tanto a flexibilidade quanto a consisténcia dos sistemas de informac¢ao médica.
2.1.2.2. Catalogagio e classificagao

Miguel-Angel Sicilia (ref. 1, quadro 2.9) introduz a edi¢ao especial
Metadados e pesquisa semdntica, a qual resulta da organizacao das atividades da First
Online Conference on Metadata and Semantics Research (MTSR’05). A énfase
na “semantica” é para assinalar a importancia das linguas nas quais os registros
de metadados sao criados, sua adequagao para as fungdes a serem permitidas e

seu design modular para adaptagoes de requisitos presentes e futuros.

Metadados e repositirios de acesso livre, da autoria de Michael S, Babinec e Holly
Mercer (ref. 2, quadro 2.9), traz discussoes sobre metadados para descrever
dados de pesquisa, teses e dissertagdes eletronicas, objetos de aprendizagem
e artigos académicos. Varios estudos de caso apresentam fluxos de trabalho
para aquisi¢ao, descricao e disseminagao de conteudos digitais em repositorios,
como, por exemplo, ContentDM, DSpace, EPrints, Fedora, Greenstone,
Opus, XTT; sistemas caseiros também sao analisadas, juntamente com outros
formatos de metadados e esquemas como METS, MODS, DIDL, MPEG21,
Epicur e ETD MS.

O objetivo da edicao especial Folksonomias, a web ¢ agentes de busca, por
Louise Spiteri (ref. 3, quadro 2.9), ¢ explorar a evolugao nas concepcdes de
folksonomias, sistemas de organizacio do conhecimento e motores de busca
que considerem as preferéncias do usuario final na descrigao de seus itens de
interesse. A énfase das contribui¢oes é nas folksonomias, termo cunhado por
Thomas Vander Wal, em 2004, para definir “classifica¢oes feitas pelas pessoas”.

Dragomi Radev e Mirella Lapata, em Processamento de lingnagem natural e
a web (ref. 4, quadro 2.9), apresentam a edi¢ao especial que foca em aplicagoes
que usam a web de forma inovadora, e em cole¢oes de documentos nela
hospedados, para criar aplicativos ou recursos Uteis que permitem navegacao
com mais facilidade pelos usuatios finais.

O artigo Géneros de documentos digitas, de autoria de Barbara H. Kwacenik

e Kevin Crowston (ref. 5, quadro 2.9), apresenta a edi¢ao sobre o estudo de
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géneros de documentos, com base em seus atributos intrinsecos ou em sua
funcio extrinseca nas atividades humanas. Os trabalhos que fazem parte da
edicao exploram essas duas abordagens, destacando, nos atributos intrinsecos,
classificagoes de géneros como grupos de atributos, embora estas classificagoes
possam ser problematicas porque os documentos podem ser utilizados de
forma flexivel. Além disso, novas tecnologias da informac¢ao tém permitido
o surgimento de novos géneros. Estudos sobre a funcdo extrinseca incluem
formas de usar género para educagao ou acessos a informacao, bem como a
utilizagdo de géneros como meios para a compreensao das comunicagoes nas
organizagoes.

Entendendo a ordenacio de etiquetas (card sorting), de Sally Fincher e Josh
Tenenberg (ref. 6, quadro 2.9), trata de uma técnica centrada no usuario, e nao
em peritos externos, para descobrir e expor todas as caracteristicas relevantes
de como os usudrios organizam informagoes dentro de um si#e. Sdo criados
cartoes das principais areas do site e, logo em seguida, sao selecionados alguns
usuarios para organiza-los segundo seus modelos mentais O método de
ordenacao de etiquetas envolve categorizacao de um conjunto de fotos, objetos
ou cartoes rotulados em grupos distintos, conforme um unico critério. Os
métodos tradicionais de analise semantica que exigem interpretacao direta do
pesquisador dos termos linguisticos descobertos sao diferentes dos métodos
que sdao puramente sintaticos, podendo, portanto, ser automatizados. Cada um
dos papers da edigao contribui com uma abordagem de ordenacao de etiquetas,

conforme novas técnicas computacionais, e a consequente andlise dos dados.

2.1.2.3. Padroes e protocolos

Norbert Fuhr e Mounia Lalmas (ref. 1, quadro 2.10) assinam a Introducao
a edicao especial sobre o INEX — The INitative for the Evaluation of XML
Retrieval (Iniciativa para Avaliacdo de recuperacao de XML). A iniciativa opera
em colaboracio, foi criada em 2002, e conta com uma plataforma para avaliar
resultados das performances dos modelos. Os artigos que integram a edi¢ao
descrevem abordagens desenvolvidas e avaliadas durante o segundo ano do
INEX.

1,
quadro 2.11), intoduz os artigos focados na discussao do efeito das ferramentas
e tecnologias sobre o processo de documentagao e da profissao de comunicagao
técnica, destacando que a reacao dos profissionais a mudan¢a tecnologica
afetara tanto o individuo como a organizagdo, e tera um efeito dramatico
sobre o desenvolvimento da profissao. Os principais temores sao de que essa
tecnologia seja introduzida demasiado depressa e de repente, sem qualquer
participacao das pessoas mais preocupadas com sua implementagao.

Karla Hahn (ref. 3, quadro 2.11), introduz os artigos que compoem a edi¢ao
especial sobre reconfiguragao do trabalho desenvolvido por bibliotecarios
que atuam em instituicdes de pesquisa na era digital, o que demanda novos
tipos de relacionamentos para responder a mudanga de trabalho de docentes e
pesquisadores, bem como a constante evolugao dos resultados da aprendizagem,
dos processos de pesquisa e das praticas de comunicacio.

O dltimo artigo da lista foca nas relagoes entre trabalho e familia.

Balanceamento entre as carreiras docentes e trabalho familiar (vef. 2, quadro 2.11) introduz
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tema sobre as politicas sociais de trabalho para equalizar as oportunidades entre
mulheres docentes com criangas e homens com familia, um olhar psicologico
sobre a “separagdo materna”’, os beneficios para professores e instituigoes,
em decorréncia de maior flexibilidade, possibilitada pelo desenvolvimento e

execugao de politicas conjuntas de trabalho e familia.

Esta categoria inclui 26 nimeros tematicos distribuidos em “Etica na
informacao, plagio e credibilidade” (ref. 1 a 3, quadro 2.12), “Competéncia em
informacao, educagao continuada” (ref. 1 a 13, quadro 2.13) e “Sociedade da
informagao”, em seus aspectos de acesso universal, acessibilidade, impactos
tecnolégicos e socioecondmicos da informacgao, e fluxos informacionais (ref.
1210, quadro 2.14).

Politica de ética: simples ajuste on desfecho civico? (ref. 1, quadro 2.12), de autoria
de Debbie Abilock, é um dos artigos da edi¢ao dedicada a explorar dimensoes
de engajamento civico em questoes escolares. Esse numero tematico nao
conta com artigo introdutdrio, mas pelo sumario da revista observa-se que os
trabalhos tratam de plagio, missao civica de bibliotecas e de escolas, direito
a0 voto, e programas para incentivar confianga, responsabilidade e virtudes

civicas, no ambito da escola e da biblioteca.

Desde o surgimento do termo, em
1988, a referéncia mais comum ¢é a “ética na informagao ” (EI), cuja definigao
mais abrangente inclui a preocupagao com os dilemas morais e os conflitos
éticos que surgem nas interagoes entre os seres humanos e a informacao
(criagao, organizacao, disseminacio e utilizacao), tecnologias da informagao e
da comunicagao (TICs), e sistemas de informagao.

Na dltima edi¢do tematica desta subcategoria, Amy Koerber e Brian Still
apresentam Comunicag¢ao on-line de informagao em sadde (ref. 3, quadro 2.12)
com artigos explorando questdes emergentes em informa¢ao médica on-line,
tais como usabilidade, design e ética.

Steven R. Terrell introduz a edigao especial do Grupo de interesse
EdWeb/SIG da American Educational Research Association (ref. 1, quadro
2.13), cujo objetivo é promover a discussao, disseminagao e exame ctitico de
ampla gama de questdes sobre o uso da web para educagao e treinamento.

Liu Leping e colaboradores assinam a introducgao da edicao Awvaliacao
de integracao da tecnologia na edncacao — Opondo-se ao argumento “nao existem
diferencas significativas” (ref. 2, quadro 2.13), cuja motivagio decorre, como
diz o subtitulo, de resultados inconsistentes de estudos de avaliacao sobre este
assunto, anteriormente conduzidos. Os artigos reunidos nessa edigao focam
no desenvolvimento e utilizacdo de instrumentos e procedimentos confiaveis e

validos para avaliar a integracao da tecnologia em atividades educacionais.

Competéncia em informacao

Competéncia em informagcao importal, de Julien Heidi (ref. 3, quadro 2.13),
discute os tépicos que integram a edi¢do, tais como: evolu¢ao do entendimento
conceitual de competéncia em informagao ao longo do tempo, a importancia do
treinamento baseado na pedagogia que resulta das contribuicoes de diferentes
disciplinas, bem como a importancia de avaliacao dos resultados das atividades
em competéncia em informagao.

Outra edicao especial sobre o tema Competéncia em informagio/ tecnologia
(ref. 4, quadro 2.13) inclui artigos sobre uma ferramenta de avaliagdo das
atividades de ensino; orientagio para ensino de competéncia, de longo prazo,
em tecnologia; e o ensino de competéncia em informagao através de jogos.

Debbie Abilock assina a introdugao Tao perto e tao pequenas: seis abordagens
promissoras para a educagio civica, equidade e justica social (ref. 5, quadro 2.13), edi¢ao
especial em apoio a Norma 10 de Competéncia em Informacio, proposta de
norma complementar ao projeto da Awmerican Library Association, “Poder da
informagao — construindo parcerias para aprendizagem”, que lista e descreve
uma série de normas para um bom programa de biblioteca escolar. A Norma
10 ¢ dedicada a justica, equidade e responsabilidade social. Os artigos que
integram a edi¢ao tratam de seis abordagens para a educagio civica identificadas
no relatorio A missao civica das escolas, da Carnegie Corporation de Nova York,

em 2003; aulas sobre governo, histéria, direito e democracia; discussio de
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temas atuais; aprendizagem sobre servigos; atividades extracurriculares; voz do
estudante; e simulacoes de estruturas e processos civicos. Os artigos fornecem
exemplos praticos do que significa cada uma das abordagens para a educagao
civica em geral e para a educagao em equidade e justica em especial, e indica o
papel do bibliotecario escolar na educagao civica e de justiga social.

Michael M.; Brewer e Ernest A Zitser introduzem a edicao Competéncia
ent informagao eslava — passado, presente e futuro (ref. 6, quadro 2.13), cujos topicos
incluem o ensino de bibliologia eslava para cientistas sociais, bibliografias
automatizadas e fontes de dados, bibliografia russa na América, antes da era
do computador, estudos e biblioteconomia eslavos nos Estados Unidos etc.,
além da discussio a respeito do estatuto da competéncia informacional, se uma

disciplina especifica ou uma competéncia essencial.

Ensino escolar

Lillian Cassel e colaboradores apresentam Bibliotecas digitais educacionais
(ref. 7, quadro 2.13), tema que trata de instrugao personalizada em bibliotecas
digitais e de seu uso em sala de aula.

Cleborne D. Maddux e LaMont Johnson D. em Tjpo II de aplicagoes
de tecnologia da informagao — integracio da sala de anla e a limitada infraestrutura nas
escolas (ref. 8, quadro 2.13) apresentam edi¢ao sobre integracdao da tecnologia
a sala de aula, explorando algumas possiveis explica¢oes para o fato de que a
tecnologia da informagao nas escolas nao tem cumprido o seu potencial. Uma
razdo pode ser o ensino individualizado, nao integrante da subcultura da escola
publica, cuja causa pode ter sido a falta de infraestrutura ampla e eficaz. Os
autores de artigos que integram a edi¢do sao educadores que foram capazes
de implementar aplicacoes de tecnologia da informacao do tipo II, mesmo na
auséncia dessa infraestrutura.

Debbie Abilock, em BlogCompreensio nao blogenvagelizacao (ref. 9, quadro
2.13), introduz edicdo dedicada a biblioteconomia em tempos de extensa
difusao das tecnologias de informagao e de comunicagao. Particularmente, os
artigos exploram os motivos pelos quais muitos bibliotecarios escolares ainda
nao adotaram blogs e podcasting (uma forma de publicacao de arquivos de
midia digital) em suas praticas profissionais. Esses softwares sociais podem

contribuir para integracio dos sistemas existentes dentro de uma escola, e
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criar ambiente de aprendizagem para participacao de docentes, bibliotecarios
e estudantes. Inclui fungdes que o bibliotecario escolar pode desempenhar em

espacos de aprendizagem ubiqua.

Ensino superior

Patrick Dillon e Penni Teatle apresentam Editorial (ref. 10, quadro 2.13),
edi¢ao sobre pesquisa em educagao, cujos autores sao profissionais de educagao
em setores primario, secundario e terciario de ensino. Os artigos tratam do
mestrado em educag¢ao na Universidade de Exeter (Inglaterra) e de seu Centro
de Estudos Virtual, desenvolvido como um protétipo para uso no projeto
Telemtica para treinamento de professores, apoiado pela Unido Europeia com a
participacao de sete paises.

Qiyun Wang e colaboradores introduzem o tema E-aprendizagen: na China
(ref. 11, quadro 2.13), destacando os tépicos explorados na edi¢do, como o
desequilibrio no desenvolvimento social entre as regides ao oeste e leste da
China, o que implica a auséncia de universidades para estudantes que concluem
seus cursos secundarios. Contudo, o rapido desenvolvimento econdémico
permite criar melhor infraestrutura e outras condi¢oes necessarias para
escolas e universidades chinesas promoverem cursos de educagio a distancia e

programas de aprendizagem.

Comunidades de aprendizagem

O modelo da comunidade de inquiricao dez; anos depois, por Karen Swan e Phil
Ice (ref. 12, quadro 2.13), apresenta os artigos dos principais pesquisadores
sobre comunidade de inquirigdo. O modelo ¢ considerado como uma das
propostas mais completas e integradas no que se refere ao papel do professor no
contexto da aprendizagem virtual, sendo composto por trés elementos criticos,
que interagem entre si e se influenciam mutuamente: a presen¢a cognitiva, a
presenca social e a presenca de ensino.

Paul A. Kirschner e Lai Kwok Wing, em As comunidades de pritica on-
line na educagao (ref. 13, quadro 2.13), apresentam edi¢ao sobre o modelo de
comunidades de pratica on-line (CoP) para o desenvolvimento profissional
docente e, em particular, para apoiar professores e educadores a refletir sobre

suas praticas em ambiente colaborativo de aprendizagem. A edigdo tem como
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motivagao a auséncia de estudos empiricos sobre o funcionamento do modelo.
Os artigos integrantes da edi¢ao tratam da implementagao dessas comunidades
e de documentar a natureza da comunica¢iao on-line e de como as decorrentes

interagoes podem ser analisadas.
2.1.4.3. Sociedade da informagao

Nesta subcategoria encontram-se 10 artigos (quadro 2.14), cujos temas
tratam de acesso universal e acessibilidade (ref. 1 a 4), impactos tecnolégicos e

socioecondémicos da informacio (ref. 5 a 9) e fluxos informacionais (ref. 10).

Acesso universal, acessibilidade

Acessibilidade, necessidades especiais e inclusio nas tecnologias de informagao, por
Gary Annable e colaboradores (ref. 1, quadro 2.14), introduz edicao especial
que aborda os problemas recentes e os paradoxos da acessibilidade e da
inclusao, quando se trata de portadores de necessidades especiais e tecnologias
da informacao. Os tépicos incluem: dimensdes globais de acessibilidade;
elementos envolvidos na criagdo e perpetuagao das necessidades especiais;

criagao de parcerias genuinas entre instituicdes de pesquisa e industria, a fim de
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buscar objetivos comuns para melhorar a acessibilidade; um diagnostico sobre
concepgao e producgdao de produtos; onde inserir acessibilidade; fundamento
do discurso comercial sobre as perspectivas de rentabilidade; e o Conselho de
Canadenses Portadores de Necessidades Especiais.

Acessibilidade aos recursos de informagao eletronica para todos, de Axel Schmetzke
(ref. 2, quadro 2.14), apresenta a edi¢ao, explica os fundamentos filoséficos
do conceito de necessidades especiais e assinala que os bibliotecarios sao
parcialmente responsaveis pelas condi¢oes que permitem acesso ou nao para
Seus usuarios.

Green A. Ravonne apresenta Acessibilidade aos servigos relacionados a biblioteca
(ref. 3, quadro 2.14). O artigo discute as obrigacoes legais no ensino superior
quanto a existéncia de condi¢bes de acessibilidade no trabalho e de ambiente
propicio a aprendizagem; principios universais de design para ensino; e recursos
e instrugoes para ajudar grupos especificos portadores de necessidades especiais.
Os topicos incluem desde estatisticas até fungoes de tecnologias assistivas e de
instituigoes de ensino superior para pessoas com necessidades especiais; leis
federais que estabelecem as obrigacoes legais para estudantes com necessidades
especiais que frequentam instituicdes de ensino superior; usos de tecnologia
assistivas em institui¢oes de ensino superior e em suas bibliotecas, e evolugoes
na legislacao para pessoas portadoras de necessidades especiais.

Esta outra edi¢ao também ¢ dedicada ao tema da Acessibilidade na profissao
de comunicagao técnica, em artigo assinado por Gail Lippincott e Kathryn Riley, (ref.
4, quadro 2.14). Os trabalhos tratam de usuarios idosos e com necessidades
especiais, usuarios cegos, ¢ acesso a conteudo. Ha uma bibliografia anotada

sobre recursos impressos e on-line a respeito de acessibilidade na web.

Impactos tecnologicos e socioeconémicos da informacao

Yola Georgiadou e outros autores assinam a introducdo da edigao
Implementacao de infraestruturas de dados espaciais (1DE) em economias em transicao
(ref. 5, quadro 2.14), com destaques para topicos que vao desde a teoria de
infraestrutura de informacao até experiéncias e observagoes sobre alguns dos
maiores desafios enfrentadas hoje pelos executores de IDE no Oriente Médio,
e em areas onde a pesquisa académica e capacitagao podem fazer uma diferenca

real; a natureza das IDE como bem publico e aspectos-chave da infraestrutura
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de informagdes que sustentam um foco no bem publico; a aplicagao de IDE na
Guatemala pos-conflito; como a inovagao da tecnologia da informagao pode
ser aproveitada para promover o crescimento socioecondémico das nagdes em
desenvolvimento; o papel da participagio dentro dos dominios da pesquisa
em sistemas de informacio e desenvolvimento social; sistemas de informacao
geografica federados; e iniciativas de IDE no Oriente Médio.

Ilan Oshri e demais autores de Terveirizacao global (global soncirng), tendéncias
¢ questies recentes (ref. 6, quadro 2.14) revisam conceitos sobre este tema e
apresentam os artigos da edicao especial intitulada Aspectos sociais, de gestao e
de conhecimento em terceirizacao global de tecnologia da informagio, com topicos sobre
mercados e tendéncias regionais, aspectos financeiros e concorréncia etc.

O artigo Recursos educacionais abertos: revisando iniciativas e questoes, de autoria
de Susan D’Antoni (ref. 7, quadro 2.14), apresenta a edi¢ao sobre o movimento
emergente — Recursos Educacionais Abertos —, com apenas uma década de
desenvolvimento; os artigos tratam de iniciativas importantes em andamento,
identificacio de problemas que devem ser abordados, e das implicagoes do
movimento para os sistemas de educagao e instituigdes, alunos e educadores.

Eleanor Mitchell e Sarah Barbara Watstein apresentam Ewnfregando nao
apenas valor. . . mas valor acrescentado (ref. 8, quadro 2.14), edigdao especial sobre
fusdes de biblioteca com tecnologia da informagao, com exemplos ¢ analises
de inovagdo tecnoldgica em bibliotecas que acrescentam valor aos produtos e
SErvicos.

Kathryn Clodfelter, em Nota do editor da recensao critica (ref. 9, quadro 2.14),
apresenta uma edi¢ao especial que foge aos padroes até aqui apresentados. Sao
dois artigos com pontos de vista diferentes sobre o livro: “Understanding and
Communicating Social Informatics — A Framework for Studying and Teaching
the Human Contexts of Information and Communication Technologies,” por
Rob Kling, Howard Rosenbaum e Steve Sawyer. O livro é considerado parte
do legado de Rob Kling, professor de sistemas de informacao e de ciéncia da
informagao, alias, ultimo livro escrito por ele. A primeira recensio apresenta a
perspectiva de um pesquisador em informatica social, enquanto a segunda é
escrita por um estudante de doutorado com interesse nos impactos sociais das

tecnologias da informagao.
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Fluxos informacionais

Gustavo S. Mesch e Ilan Talmud em Relacionamentos eletronicos— falta de clareza
e reconfigiracao dos limites sociais off-line e on-line (ref. 10, quadro 2.14), comentam
a edi¢ao que explora a complexa inter-relagao entre tecnologia e sociedade, e
a extensao na qual o uso de tecnologias de informagdo e comunicagdao esta
inserido no contexto social de comunicacao. Os autores dos papers sao de varios
paises, e hd presenga daqueles oriundos do Ocidente, onde a penetracio da
Internet e as taxas de adogdo sdo similares e relativamente altas. Isso permite
inferir similaridades e diferencas baseadas no contexto dos paises. Os topicos
incluem a extensao na qual a disponibilidade de tecnologias de comunica¢ao da
internet induz a formagao ou ampliacao de lagos sociais, como as caracteristicas
sociais dos usuarios determinam as escolhas tecnoldgicas, bem como o papel
das caracteristicas sociais quanto as relagdes interpessoais existentes na escolha

das midias.
2.1.5. Industria da informagao

Esta categoria retne 17 numeros tematicos, sendo 16 classificados em
informagao e gestao do conhecimento (ref. 1 a 16, quadro 2.15) e apenas um

em mercado e atores ref. 1, quadro 2.106).
2.1.5.1. Informagao e gestao do conhecimento

A subcategoria Informacao e gestio do conhecimento reune 16
trabalhos (ref. 1 a 16, quadro 2.15), abordando aspectos de gestao do potencial
da informagao, do conhecimento ou do capital intelectual, seja em nivel
organizacional, pratico, comunitario, informal, pessoal ou humano, com as

mais diferentes finalidades.

5, p. 1149 -1153, Sep 2007,

Demarcacao e niveis de andlise no desenvolvimento baseado em conbecimento, de

autoria de Francisco Javier Carrillo (ref. 1, quadro 2.15), identifica critérios

de demarcagdao viavel para este tema de estudo, considerando conceitos

e praticas atuais. Uma demarca¢do sintética, baseada no mapeamento do

capital de conhecimento coletivo, opera em conjunto com uma demarcagao

analitica baseada numa série de trés elementos: territorialidade, singularidade

e intensidade de conhecimento. Essa metodologia pode ajudar a caracterizar

e gerenciar todas as categorias do tema em questdo: conceituais, tails como

modelos e unidades de analise, politicas, programas, publica¢oes e eventos.
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O mesmo autor da edi¢ao anterior, Francisco Javier Carrillo, assina
outro artigo introdutorio: Rumo a uma agenda global de desenvolvimento baseado no
conhecimento (ref. 2, quadro 2.15), cujo objetivo é a construcao de agenda de
pesquisa & desenvolvimento relevante para a comunidade internacional de
profissionais e pesquisadores na tematica, contribuindo para levantar novas
questoes e estimular novas pesquisas sobre o potencial do conhecimento como
alavanca para o desenvolvimento social e economico de cidades, regides e
paises.

A maturidade do desenvolvimento baseado no conbecimento é a terceira introdugao
assinada por Francisco Javier Carrillo (ref. 3, quadro 2.15), e tem como objetivo
apresentar o tema a partir da perspectiva de sua institucionalizagdio como um
campo de estudo e pratica, e os artigos que compoem a edi¢ao. Os artigos
confirmam a consolidagiao desse campo de estudo, bem como o de “cidades
do conhecimento”, ambos autonomos em termos de métodos e praticas de
pesquisa ¢ desenvolvimento, considerando aspectos referentes a questdes,
casos, fontes, eventos, organizagdes e iniciativas.

Desenvolvimento baseado em conbecimento: evolucao da fase transicional para a
radical (ref. 4, quadro 2.15) resume as contribui¢es sobre o tema, cuja evolugao
também ¢ atestada pelo nivel dos trabalhos de duas edi¢Ges anteriores sobre
o mesmo tema. Em seu conjunto, esses trabalhos sio multidisciplinares,
apresentam diversidade tedrica e metodologica, usam abordagens sistémicas,
bases empiricas, e foco em perspectivas estratégicas.

Em  Tornando-se critico  sobre capital intelectnal, David O’Donnelle e
colaboradores (ref 5, quadro 2.15), apresentam os antecedentes e fundamentos
do tema capital intelectual, destacando que os papers selecionados foram
apresentados por ocasiao da 1sz Intellectnal Capital (1C) Stream /4th International
Critical Management Studies Conference, na Universidade de Cambridge, Inglaterra,
em julho de 2005. Estudos criticos de administracio nao sao apenas teoricos,
mas demandam agao para fazer diferenca para melhor. Um aspecto interessante
desta edi¢do ¢ que cada trabalho apresentado ¢ seguido de comentarios dos
principais autores dos campos de capital intelectual e de gestao do conhecimento.

Jay Chatzkel apresenta a edicao Na direcao da proxima fase do capital intelectnal
(ref. 6, quadro 2.15), que tem como objetivo discutir o estado atual deste

campo e explorar possibilidades de pesquisas futuras. Os autores dos trabalhos
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apresentados representam paises de vasta area geografica e tém em comum
a experiéncia com o desenvolvimento de iniciativas de capital intelectual. Os
resultados da edi¢ao mostram que ha iniciativas em funcionamento e outras em
estagio de implementagao, demonstrando que o campo de estudo esta em fase
de transicao para uma nova era de capital intelectual.

Em Descoberta relacionada a literatura (DRL), Ronald N. Kostoff (ref 7,
quadro 2.15) apresenta a edi¢ao que trata de explorar a ligacao de dois ou mais
conceitos de literatura até entio separados, a fim de produzir descobertas em
potencial: conhecimento novo, interessante, plausivel e inteligivel. A DRL tem
dois componentes principais que diferem em sua abordagem metodologica:
descoberta baseada em literatura (DBL) e descoberta assistida pela literatura
(DAL). A DBL produz descoberta em potencial somente através da analise
da literatura técnica; a DAL produz descoberta em potencial, tanto através
de andlise da literatura técnica quanto do uso de autores selecionados desta
literatura. A edi¢do especial apresenta a metodologia de DRL e os resultados da
aplicagdo em cinco areas de problema: quatro areas médicas (tratamentos para
a doenga de Parkinson, esclerose multipla, fenomeno de Raynaud, e catarata) e
outra nao médica (purificagao de dgua).

Usando livros eletronicos para gestio do conbecimento, por Philip Barker (ref. 8,
quadro 2.15), apresenta a edi¢ao, cujos artigos, através de narrativas e analises,
demonstram a grande demanda por dados, informac¢ao e conhecimento que
podem ser reunidos em livros eletronicos encomendados para gestao do
conhecimento.

David Pauleen, na introducao da edicao Gestao do conbecimento pessoal
(ref. 9, quadro 2.15), discute algumas das questoes que envolvem a gestio do
conhecimento pessoal e organizacional, destaca que o campo da gestao do
conhecimento precisa colocar de volta a “pessoa’ na equagao do conhecimento,
e apresenta os trabalhos com enfoques tedricos diferentes sobre este aspecto
(“pessoa”) subpesquisado.

Wolfgang Prinz e colaboradores, em Das ferramentas colaborativas aos antbientes
de trabalho colaboratives (ref. 10, quadro 2.15), apresentam as principais linhas de
pesquisa sobre trabalho cooperativo suportado por computador (CSCW) e
software colaborativo (groupware), bases fundamentais de ambientes de trabalho

colaborativo (CWE). Ha destaque também para os aspectos problematicos
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desses ambientes, as caracteristicas e recomendagbes para sua integracao
nas organizagoes, bem como indicagdes para sua medi¢ao, planejamento e
implementacao dentro das empresas.

Theo T. Wubbels apresenta na introducao de Sabemos identificar uma
comunidade de pritica? (ref. 11, quadro 2.15), os pontos fortes e fracos dos
trabalhos integrantes da edi¢ido sobre comunidades de pratica, discorrendo
sobre o carater destas comunidades e questionando se as escolas sao ambientes
propicios para seu desenvolvimento. Nesse sentido, o autor destaca os limites da
base conceitual utilizada na analise, centrada apenas em comunidade de pratica,
deixando de fora conceitos de comunidade de aprendizagem, e, principalmente,
sem aporte do entendimento fundamental de teorias de ensino. Com relagao
aos métodos de pesquisas, ¢ preciso combinar métodos diferentes e quase-
experimentos, e aplica-los de forma controlada para entender as condigoes e
efeitos de comunidades de pratica e aprendizado.

Victoria ]. Marsick apresenta uma visao geral dos topicos discutidos na
edicao especial Rumo a uma abordagen unificadora para apoiar teoria, pesquisa e pratica
de aprendizagen informal (ref. 12, quadro 2.15), com foco em professores e escolas,
assistentes sociais, e gestdo do conhecimento em ambientes académicos e de
negocios. Em seu conjunto, os artigos contribuem para abordagem que junte
teoria, pesquisa e pratica.

Conbecendo ¢ aprendendo em estudos baseados na pritica, de Silvia Gherardi
(ref. 13, quadro 2.15), introduz a edi¢ao sobre aprendizagem organizacional
em estudos baseados na pratica, um campo emergente de estudos. Os artigos
que fazem parte da edigdo foram apresentados pela primeira vez no grupo
de trabalho sobre Practice-based Studies of Knowledge and Innovation in Workplaces
(Estudos baseados na pratica do conhecimento e inovagao em locais de trabalho)
do European Group for Organizational Studies (Grupo Europeu para Estudos
Organizacionais), constituindo-se em sua base conceitual e metodolégica. Essa
abordagem baseia-se em concepgao renovada de conhecimento, como uma
forma de atividade situada, negociada, emergente e incorporada; e, igualmente,
de concepgao de materialidade, como uma forma de agéncia distribuida e de
uma relagao intima com os seres humanos. A metodologia permite andlise das
novas formas de trabalho como conhecimento na pratica; e o léxico compreende

novas expressoes e conceitos para a renova¢ao dos estudos organizacionais.
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Amar Gupta assina Internacionalizagdo e terceirizacdo: interdependéncia entre
tecnologia da informagio e gestao de recursos de informagio (ref. 14, quadro 2.15)
sobre processos intensamente suportados por tecnologias de informagao que
permitem deslocamento de negdcios de um pais para outro (internacionalizagao,
offshoring) e contratacio de mao de obra fora das empresas (terceirizagao,
outsourcing). A edi¢do trata da interdependéncia entre esses processos,
tecnologias e gestao da informacao.

Cadeias de abastecimento e a empresa, de autoria de Norman P. Archer (ref.
15, quadro 2.15), objetiva demonstrar a crescente complexidade e os maltiplos
fatores envolvidos na estruturagao da empresa, tais como os que se referem aos
ambientes interno e externo, altamente relevante para as questoes da cadeia de
abastecimento.

Finalmente, o ultimo artigo tematico desta subcategoria é sobre
Processamento de patentes. Atsushi Fujii e colaboradores apresentam o primeiro
artigo da edi¢ao, uma revisao da literatura, e introduzem os outros trabalhos de
interesse para a indudstria e comunidades de negdcios e de direito ((ref. 16, quadro
2.15). O campo também ¢ de importancia para as comunidades de pesquisa
em recuperagao de informagao e de processamento de linguagem natural.
Além disso, as cole¢oes que incluem teste de grandes patentes recentemente
se tornaram disponiveis, permitindo avaliacao sistematica das metodologias a

partir de um ponto de vista cientifico.
2.1.5.2. Mercados e atores

Subcontinente do silicio, de David Cohen (ref 1, quadro 2.16), é o unico
numero tematico classificado na subcategoria mercados e atores, e tem como
objetivo apresentar a edi¢io sobre a India como a préxima superpoténcia, razio
da referéncia no titulo ao Vale do Silicio, regido situada nos Estados Unidos,
onde estio localizadas empresas inovadoras, particularmente nos ramos de

chips, eletronica e informatica.

Uz roadmap (mapa do caminho) de pesquisa em “problem frames”, de autoria de
Katl Cox e colaboradores (ref. 2, quadro 2.20), apresenta a edi¢ao sobre analise
de problemas ou abordagem de “problem frames”, uma abordagem para analise
de requisitos de software desenvolvida pelo consultor de software Michael
A. Jackson, na década de 1990. A abordagem permite classificar problemas
que ocorrem durante o desenvolvimento de software, permitindo reconhecer
a solugdo correta de cada problema. Os trabalhos que compdem a edi¢ao
sao versOes extendidas de papers apresentados no evento First International
Workshop on Advances and Applications of Problem Frames (IWAAPFE 04), realizado
em Edimburgo, em 2004, além de uma contribui¢ao de Michael A. Jackson, na
qual ele situa os “problem frames” no contexto da disciplina de engenharia de
software, e o artigo de revisao de literatura de autoria do editor convidado.

Flexibilidade institucional e educacional do software educacional australiano, por
Thomas (Bary) O’Grady e Peter Mayall (ref.

5, p. 20 22,2007,

O Futuro da LA, por James Hendler (ref. 1, quadro 2.22), explora

perspectivas da inteligéncia artificial, com discussGes sobre para onde se

encaminha e de como as pesquisas podem ajudar em seu desenvolvimento.
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Inteligéncia artificial na China, de autoria de Fei-Yue Wang e outros editores
convidados (ref. 2, quadro 2.22), apresenta os recentes desenvolvimentos no
campo da IA neste pais.

James Hendler ¢é autor de outro artigo sobre inteligéncia artificial. L4,
agentes ¢ a Web (ref. 3, quadro 2.22) explora o campo e introduz os artigos que
integram a edi¢do. Em seu conjunto, os artigos apontam para o progresso da
IA, na medida em que ela explora novas maneiras de utilizar as ferramentas de
sistemas inteligentes no espa¢o de informacao, em constante mudanga na web.

Agentes computacionais inteligentes em economia e finangas, de Shu-Heng Chen
(ref. 4, quadro 2.22), orienta os leitores na segunda edi¢do especial deste
tema publicado na revista, sendo uma continuagiao de parte do resultado do
3rd International Workshop on Computational Intelligence in Economics and Finance,
realizado em Cary, Carolina do Norte (estados Unidos), em 2003. Os artigos
incluidos atualizam os progressos no campo desde a realizagao do workshop.

Sean D. Williams introduz Mundos virtuais em 3D e comunicacao técnica (ref.
5, quadro 2.22) e apresenta os artigos sobre a utilizagdio de mundos virtuais
tridimensionais, como uma nova ferramenta para comunicadores técnicos
realizarem objetivos tradicionais. Os artigos da edi¢ao examinam se os mundos
virtuais sao algo de novo, muito parecido com o que foia web, ou se representam
mais uma ferramenta no kit de comunicadores técnicos.

Os editores convidados Dina Goren-Bar e Oscar Mayora-Ibarra
introduzem Sistermas inteligentes para entretenimento interativo (ref. 6, quadro 2.22),
edicao que trata de aspectos inovadores da pesquisa em entretenimento
interativo inteligente (IE), ainda sem grande divulgac¢ao entre os pesquisadores
em inteligéncia artificial, os quais consideram interessante o campo de
entretenimento interativo, pois requer sistemas que pensam, comportam-
se ¢ interagem como as pessoas reais. Os artigos tratam dos desafios,
tendéncias importantes e os caminhos futuros; geragao de comportamento
nao repetitivo de personagens nao jogaveis (nonplayer characters) em video
games; personagens virtuais em 3D, utilizando voz, postura, extremidade e
movimentos involuntarios para interagir com apresentagoes em 2D; aplicacao
de um set de filmagem como metafora para gerenciar multiplos agentes de
software em cenarios dinamicos; uso de coeréncia espacial e temporal como

restri¢oes para a definicao de sincronizagao das agoes e de tomada de palavra
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em jogos baseados em locagao; adigao de trechos de cédigo humorados em
aplicagoes baseadas em textos; e uma interface do usuario na qual os objetos
reagem e se adaptam ao foco de atengao do usuario.

Na introdugdao de Awtogestao através de auto-organizacao, M. Jelasity e
colaboradores (ref. 7, quadro 2.22) afirmam que a importancia da edi¢ao
decorre da dimensao e complexidade dos sistemas de informagao na atualidade,
as quais requerem que os problemas de gestio do sistema e das tarefas sejam
manejados de forma inteligente e autbnoma. A edi¢ao centra-se na execugao de
autogestao em uma variedade de sistemas distribuidos, através da observa¢ao
de sistemas de autogestao, como os organismos multicelulares, insetos sociais,
economias de mercado, sociedades humanas, ecossistemas, e assim por diante.

Interagindo com antonomia, de autoria de Yanco Holly A. e Jill L Drury
(ref. 8, quadro 2.22), apresenta a edi¢do composta por um ensaio de autor
convidado sobre concepgio e execugao de interacao humana com robos fisicos
autbnomos (ou semi-autbnomos), bem como artigos submetidos a publicagao,
todos eles mantendo o foco na avaliagao com seres humanos, considerando
niveis variados de autonomia.

Jinyan Li e colaboradores assinam a introdu¢ao da edigao sobre Mineragao
de dados em bioinformitica (ref. 9, quadro 2.22), cujo objetivo é o de estreitar o
gap entre bioinformatica e mineracao de dados, apresentando pesquisa que
integra os dois campos. A mineragao de dados tem o potencial de fornecer
as ferramentas necessarias para melhor compreensio da expressio do gene,
concepcao de drogas/medicamentos, e outros problemas emetrgentes nos
dominios da genémica e protedmica.

Ha outra edicio sobre mineracio de dados em Bivinformiitica, de
autoria de Bradley M. Hemminger (ref. 10, quadro 2.27), com tépicos sobre
reconhecimento de padroes, modelos probabilisticos para descoberta de
relacOes semanticas através da web, etc.

Aplicagoes de mineracio na web em servios e coméreio eletronicos introduz este
nimero tematico em artigo assinado pelo editor convidado I-Hsien Ting
(ref. 11, quadro 2.22). Tem por objetivo apresentar resultados de pesquisa de
minera¢ao de dados em servicos e comércio eletronico, campos relevantes para

economia e negocios.
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U algoritmo genético hibrido para problemas de distribuigio ajuda a resolver
o problema da distribuicio de celulose em um grande produtor de celulose
escandinavo, encontrando horarios de navio e de entregas de celulose que
minimizem os custos de distribui¢io por meio de dois modelos de programagao
linear. Hsse artigo de autoria de David Bredstrom e colaboradores (ref. 12,
quadro 2.22) integra a edi¢ao sobre heuristicas avangadas de transporte e
logistica, e também apresenta os outros trabalhos.

Peter Nurnberg apresenta edicao sobre Computacio estrutural (ref. 13,
quadro 2.22), novo paradigma em computacao baseado em estrutura, em
oposi¢ao aos dados. Computagao estrutural é uma das trés abordagens principais
utilizadas em redes neuronais para problemas de aprendizagem automatica/
reconhecimento de padrdes.

Computagao social, de autoria do editor convidado Daniel Zeng e outros
(ref. 14, quadro 2.22), trata do estudo e modelagem das intera¢oes sociais e
das comunicagbes. A computagio social também inclui o desenvolvimento
de tecnologias de apoio a essas interagoes. O campo atrai grande interesse de
pesquisadores de computa¢ao e das ciéncias sociais, e também de fornecedores
de software e de jogos on-line, empresarios da web, analistas politicos e
profissionais de governo eletronico. Os artigos incluidos na edi¢io comprovam
o estado da arte da pesquisa em computagao social para apoio tecnologico
em aplicagdes, tais como: modelagem e arquitetura cognitiva de agentes e de
organizagoes sociais; analise de redes terroristas; estratégias competitivas de

negocios; e comportamento do agente nos mercados financeiros.
2.1.7.5. Telecomunicagdes

Emanuele Giovannetti apresenta Peering e roaming na Internef, com
contribui¢cbes sobre o desafio de oferta de conectividade global na internet,
centrando-se sobre os acordos econémicos. Os trabalhos da edi¢io tém em
comum a analise do papel desempenhado pela assimetria entre os fornecedores,
no que concerne ao papel que desempenham na defini¢ao dos incentivos para

atingir esses acordos.

Educagao em biblioteconomia e ciéncia da informagao nos paises em desenvolvimento,
por Catherine A. Johnson (ref. 1, quadro 2.33), é um dos artigos desta edi¢ao e
também apresenta os trabalhos que dela fazem parte. A autora reve trabalhos
anteriores que foram publicados na revista The International Information and
Library Review, os quais atestam que algumas das questoes tém permanecido
constantes ao longo do tempo, por exemplo, a relevancia dos curriculos de
biblioteconomia e ciéncia da informagio para os paises em desenvolvimento,
a dependéncia de modelos de educagao ocidental, falta de respeito para

a profissao e a necessidade de reforcar as competéncias dos profissionais
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bibliotecarios e outros profissionais da informacao para enfrentar os desafios
da sociedade da informagao. Os artigos contidos na edi¢ao abordam algumas
dessas preocupacoes, além de discutir a necessidade de preparar os formandos
para se tornarem mais envolvidos no desenvolvimento economico e social de
seus paises.

Isabel Hofimeyr e Archie Dick introduzem Histdria do Livro, leitura e publicagao
na Africa do Sul (vef. 2, quadro 2.33), campo de estudo e pesquisa que comegou
a ganhar destaque na Africa do Sul, nos dltimos anos. Em 2005, um grupo
de pesquisa foi financiado pela National Research Foundation, resultando no
ensino da histéria do livro em cursos de poés-graduagao nas Universidades
de Witwatersrand, em Joanesburgo, e Pretoria, em uma série de conferéncias
e coloquios dedicados a este tema, e publicagdes académicas. Os artigos da
edi¢do examinam as tendéncias no campo da histéria do livro, suas relagdes
com as tradi¢Ges da biblioteconomia e ciéncia da informacao, e sua pertinéncia
para a Africa do Sul.

O ultimo numero tematico de educagao em alguns paises, de autoria de
Emmanouel Garoufallou e colaboradores, trata da Revisao dos servios de biblioteca
e de informagiao na Grécia, a partir dos desenvolvimentos em curso neste pais,
os quais dao forma a educagao em biblioteconomia e ciéncia da informagao

Albert L. Harris e colaboradores apresentam o numero sobre Andlise
de sistemas & design (ref. 7, quadro 2.33) para educacio em sistemas de
informagao, com destaques para a abordagem estruturada, a tradicional, e a
orientada a objetos.

Michael A. Chilton e colaboradores apresentam a questao referente
a Educagiao em modelagem de dados (ref. 8, quadro 2.33), tema que apresenta
dificuldades para o aprendizado dos alunos, em decorréncia das muitas
técnicas tornadas disponiveis pela constante mudanga tecnolégica. O modelo
entidade-relacionamento representou um passo muito importante para o
desenvolvimento de bancos de dados relacionais, mas os dados recolhidos
ao longo dos ultimos 11 anos indicam que os desenvolvedores ainda estao
tendo dificuldade para aprender, assimilar e utilizar técnicas de design, como
o modelo orientado a objetos e a Unified Modeling Language (UML). A
edicao reune contribui¢cdes de especialistas orientadas para a discussio do
novo sistema de modelagem UML.

Web 2.0 e tecnologias do mundo virtual — Impacto crescente na edncagao
de sistemas de informagao, introduzido por Albert L.Harris e Alan Rea (ref. 9,
quadro 2.33), apresenta os topicos discutidos na edi¢ao, com destaque para
pesquisas sobre os beneficios da aprendizagem colaborativa, uso da Web 2.0
e das tecnologias do mundo virtual em aulas de sistemas de informagao, e
reflexdes sobre seu futuro.

Sigi Goode e colaboradores apresentam oito trabalhos incluidos na
edicao Melhorando a educagiao com ensino e aprendizagem flexiveis (ref. 10, quadro
2.33), discutindo ideias para melhorar o ensino e a aprendizagem em sistemas
de informacao, tanto em aulas presenciais quanto on-line.

Juan M. Fernandez-Luna e colaboradores assinam a introdu¢ao Ensino
e aprendizagem em recuperagao de informagao (ref. 11 quadro 2.33), cujo objetivo
principal é fornecer informagdes para professores sobre como melhorar a
experiéncia do aluno, utilizando o conhecimento atual no campo. Os papers que

integram a edi¢ao abrangem areas tao diversas como ferramentas e métodos
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utilizados para apoiar o ensino e aprendizagem, os desafios pedagogicos no
ensino da matematica para busca, etc.

Pesquisa juridica — habilidades fundamentais ansentes na pritica, conforme o
Relatirio MacCrate, por Barbara Bintliff (ref. 12 quadro 2.33), avalia o estado
da pesquisa juridica em cursos de direito nos Estados Unidos, destacando
o conteudo do curso, pedagogia, métodos de avaliagao e ferramentas para
pesquisa juridica. A estrutura intelectual dos instrumentos de pesquisa também
¢ explorada, juntamente com seu impacto sobre os resultados da pesquisa
e do aprendizado. Inclui também reflexao sobre o papel dos bibliotecarios
no ensino de pesquisa juridica e analise das praticas pedagdgicas, com
recomendagoes para o desenvolvimento de uma variedade de classes para

ensino de pesquisa juridica.
2.1.11. Informagio e questdes governamentais e legais

Ha 17 ndameros tematicos distribuidos entre as subcategorias de
informagao e questoes governamentais e legais. Os temas versam sobre
direito autoral na internet (ref. 1 e 2, quadro 2.34), outras questoes de direito
(ref. 1, quadro 2.35), fontes de informacao publica (ref. 1 a 10, quadro 2.306),
particularmente em governo eletronico (ref. 1 a 6) e saide (ref. 7 a 10), e
protecao de dados, privacidade, liberdade de informagao (ref. 1 a 4, quadro
2.37).

2.1.11.1. Protegdo da propriedade intelectual

Autores de estudos de informacio e comunicacio assumem com
frequéncia a estabilidade dos objetos sob investigaciao: nés de rede, banco
de dados, informacdo. Por sua vez, autores de estudos de propriedade
intelectual também assumem que artefatos culturais existem como objetos,
antes de serem regidos pela lei de direito autoral. Ambos os argumentos
falham na capacidade de provar o que alegam. Essa é a motiva¢ao da edigao
Formas juridicas e simbolos culturais — miisica, direito antoral e estudos de informagdo e
comunicagao, de autoria de Kretschmer Martin e Andy C. Pratt (ref. 1, quadro

2.34). Nesse artigo os autores conceituam a relagao entre forma juridica e
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simbolo cultural e delineiam a compreensio do direito autoral como parte de
sistemas de producao cultural, para argumentar que este direito constréi os
artefatos que busca regulamentar como objetos que podem ser comprados
e vendidos, resultando no possivel conflito entre as l6gicas juridica e estética
de simbolos culturais, como no caso da musica digital, foco central dessa

edicao.

1, quadro
2.30), que tem por objetivo apresentar algumas das principais questdes
tedricas e empiricas que influenciam a implementagao e utilizagao de governo
eletronico a partir de uma perspectiva global. Os topicos vao desde um quadro
teérico adequado para analise da institucionaliza¢ao da administracao publica,
como praticas situadas, até a utilizacio de modelos de simulagao para avaliar

o impacto de servicos compartilhados, fatores criticos de sucesso de uma
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estratégia eletronica nacional, a possibilidade de priorizar fatores, conforme
o tamanho da economia, e analise institucional de um sistema de governo
eletronico para a luta contra a corrupgao.

Compartilhamento e integracio de informagao governamental — combinando
0 social e o técnico, por J. Ramon Gil Garcia e colaboradores (ref. 2, quadro
2.30), descreve alguns dos beneficios que foram identificados a partir do
compartilhamento e integragdao de informacao governamental, nos contextos
e aplicacdes da Web 2.0, e destaca estratégias que tém sido utilizadas por
ageéncias de governo para superar alguns dos desafios.

Ray Hackney e colaboradores apresentam Estratégias de governo eletronico,
(ref. 3, quadro 2.36), com énfase em inovagao de tecnologia da informagao e
comunica¢ao (TIC) no contexto internacional do setor publico. Os tépicos
incluem uma analise para tornar funcionais os sistemas de governo eletronico,
como meio de alavancar de forma inteligente os beneficios da implementa¢ao
do governo eletronico, explorando a evolugao inovadora do que se conhece
como estruturacio de tecnologia, contribui¢io tedrica da aprendizagem
organizacional sobre como as pessoas fazem uso de tecnologia; envolvimento
estratégico dos usuarios na implementacao de sistemas de governo eletronico;
adogdo de governo eletronico em um pais em desenvolvimento, levando em
consideracao perspectivas teoricas de comportamento do funcionario piblico;
aprendizagem organizacional como um meio de avaliar os investimentos em
governo eletronico; e a confianga do cidadao na adogao de governo eletronico.

O artigo introdutério, Construindo a proxima geragao de infraestruturas de
governo eletronico, de autoria de Marijn Janssen e colaboradores (ref. 4, quadro
2.30), apresenta os topicos explorados na edicdo: clientes, gestao de crise,
legislacao e regulamenta¢ao, fornecendo um numero de possiveis fungoes
e servicos que podem ser incluidos em governo eletronico. Os autores
argumentam que os decisores politicos devem ver o governo eletronico
do ponto de vista de um sistema complexo adaptativo (SCA), e a préxima
geragao de infraestruturas nao sé ira fornecer servigos tecnolégicos, incluindo
conectividade e seguran¢a, mas também compartilhamento de informacao e
do conhecimento em varias areas, tornando-se assim mais facil participar,
interpretar a legislacdo e gerir a colaboragao entre intervenientes publicos e

privados e o consequente avango do governo digital.
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Os dois numeros tematicos seguintes também tratam da questio do
voto eletronico.

Governo eletrinico — passado, presente e futuro, de autoria de Zahir Irani e
colaboradores (ref. 5, quadro 2.36), apresenta os papers em uma variedade
de topicos relacionados ao governo eletronico: como as percepcoes pelos
usuatios das caracteristicas dos sistemas de voto eletronico remoto, incluindo
capacidade, mobilidade, precisio, privacidade e facilidade de uso, afetam a
inten¢ao de usa-los; como as percepgoes dos obstaculos por parte dos usuarios
afetam os beneficios esperados em iniciativas em colaboragao de governo
digital; baseado no conceito de valor publico, quais os resultados, servigos e
confianga associados com a organiza¢ao de sistemas de governo eletronico; e
estado atual da pratica de governo eletronico nos Estados Unidos.

Micah Altman e Gary M. Klass assinam a edi¢iao sobre o estado da
Pesquisa atual em voto, eleicoes e tecnologia (ref. 6, quadro 2.306), cujo foco é nos
desafios associados a tecnologia e as questdes que ainda devem ser enfrentadas.

Os quatro nimeros tematicos seguir (ref. 7 a 10) versam sobre
informatica médica.

John Bryant apresenta a edi¢ao especial HC2005, referente aos papers
apresentados no maior evento de informatica médica na Gra-Bretanha,
(ref. 7, quadro 2.306), organizado pelo Health Informatics Forum da British
Computer Society, em 2005.

Desafios em informatica médica e gestao de informagao em saside, de Peter A. Bath
(ref. 8, quadro 2.36), contém os melhores trabalhos da Twelfth International
Symposium for Health Information Management, na Universidade de Sheffield, em
2007. Os topicos incluem as necessidades de informagao e comportamentos
de busca de informacio de decisores do setor saude fora de ambientes clinicos
e hospitalares; a importancia de dados qualitativos, bem como a necessidade
de uma politica para sua gestao estratégica, e o uso de fopic maps para explorar
diferentes estruturas para dados clinicos de doentes hospitalizados com
diagnostico de doenga renal cronica, diabetes e hipertensao.

E. Vance Wilson e Elliot B. Sloane (ref. 9, quadro 2.36) apresentam
o numero tematico sobre as contribui¢cdes dos profissionais de sistemas de
informacao para o setor saude. Os papers focam em trés questdes importantes:

3, quadro 2.37), ¢ um dos artigos da edi¢ao e também
apresenta os outros trabalhos sobre o comportamento das maquinas em
relagdo aos usuarios humanos e outras maquinas. Os tépicos incluem a
discussdo sobre a criagdo de uma maquina guiada por um principio ético
aceitavel ou conjunto de principios sobre possiveis cursos de a¢ao nas decisdes

que ela poderia tomar, e a codificagao de comportamentos adequados sobre a
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maneira correta das maquinas agirem em relacdo a dilemas éticos, refletindo
assim o consenso de especialistas em ética.

Chen Hsinchun e Wang Fei-Yue, em Inteligéncia artificial para o territorio
(ref. 4, quadro 2.37), afirmam que no mundo po6s 11 de Setembro a tecnologia
da informagao ¢ indispensavel para tornar a nagao mais segura. Misses
criticas de seguranga nacional, no contexto de diversos dados e desafios de
dominios técnicos, poderiam se beneficiar pela criagdio de uma disciplina
orientada para pesquisa em informatica aplicada a inteligéncia e seguranca.

Os artigos da edi¢ao tratam dessas questoes.

Consideracdes finais

Os resultados das categorizacoes e das analises dos numeros tematicos
comprovam a adequagao da metodologia desenvolvida, e desenvolvimentos
futuros em sua concepgao e implementagao poderao vir a beneficiar editores
de outros peridédicos nacionais na possivel definicio de uma politica para
edi¢ao de nimeros tematicos.

Os resultados das analises dos conteudos dos numeros tematicos
indicam a pertinéncia dos temas e questoes tratadas para a ciéncia da
informagao, com alguns ruidos decorrentes das politicas de indexacao das
bases de dados selecionadas, como, por exemplo, com temas sobre transporte
e logistica, terceirizagao, internacionalizacao de negdcios que nao tém relagao
direta com a ciéncia da informacio.

O proximo produto a ser elaborado trard sugestdes de edicao de
numeros tematicos para a revista Ciéncia da Informacio, tomando como
parametro de comparagao os trabalhos apresentados por ocasido dos
congressos internacionais realizados pela American Society for Information
Science and Technology (ASIST), nos anos de 2008 e 2009.

This Special Issue presents the LRD methodology and voluminous discovery
results from five problem areas - four medical (treatments for Parkinson”s
Disease (PD), Multiple Sclerosis (MS), Raynaud”s Phenomenon (RP), and
Cataracts) and one non-medical (Water Purification (WP)). In particular, the
open discovery systems (ODS) aspect of LRD (start with problem, generate

Based on the
many potential discoveries we have obtained, and the promise of far more
potential discoveries with adequately resourced studies, we have generated
a new paradigm relative to discovery - while the key challenge in traditional
discovery is finding a needle-in-a-haystack, the key challenge in ODS LRD

discovery available. Additionally, it is our thesis, as the specific ODS LBD
studies will demonstrate, that synergistic combinations of our mainly individual
potential discoveries are themselves potential discoveries. We demonstrate
throughout this Special Issue the synergistic effects of combining a very few
potential discoveries or interesting core literature concepts, and believe that
these synergistic benefits are operable at larger scales of combination. In the
final lessons-learned paper of this Special Issue, we also show that providing
evidence for the synergistic benefits of large numbers of potential discoveries
or interesting core concepts is very difficult due to the large numbers of
potential combinations involved.
